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Richard Brunstrom claimed in April 2007 that his anti-speed policies and Arrive Alive had saved 53 lives from 2001 to 2006

These graphs demonstrate that this claim is wholly bogus and that:



(a) falls from 2000 to 2003 were largely regression to the mean after the sudden jump in 1995, sustained until 1998



(b) from 2003 to 2006 the trend fails to fall any further - in marked contrast to the falling trend from 1979 to 1994, before speed cameras



(c) the last 12 years has been uniquely dreadful, showing no overall fall at all from 1994 to 2006



If this counts as "success" Mr. Brunstrom, what counts as failure?
